Community Arts Grant Program

2011-12 Information for Applicants

The Community Arts Grant program of the Community Foundation of North Central Wisconsin is supported with a grant from the Wisconsin Arts Board with funds from the State of Wisconsin. The B.A. and Esther Greenheck Foundation has provided a local funding match, which is supplemented with funds from the Community Foundation’s Wausau·Marathon County Fund.  This program is intended to encourage cooperation and the expansion of opportunities in the arts throughout Marathon County.  We will consider proposals from both established arts organizations and any nonprofit group with an exciting arts project in mind.

In preparing your proposal narrative (Page 4 of the application), 

keep in mind the following review criteria:

· Project must be arts or arts-related activities, defined broadly.

· There must be a public component to the project.

· Admission may be charged.

· The sponsoring organization must be a nonprofit entity.

· The grant request can be for no more than 50% of the project costs.

· The grant will not exceed $4,000.

· Projects must be completed by June 30, 2013.

The following questions may help you structure your proposal:

· Does the project offer a quality arts product or experience?

· Is there a demonstrated need for the project?

· Is the applicant capable of carrying out the project as proposed?

· Can funding to cover the remaining project costs be found?

· Does the project complement or expand - not duplicate - arts opportunities in the community?

· Does the project encourage cooperation or participation in the arts?

· Will the project have a lasting impact on the community?

· What are the prospects for continuation of the project in the future?

Proposals will be scored by the review panel in the following categories: 1) Demonstrated community NEED; 2) QUALITY or artistic merit of the project; 3) COMMUNITY IMPACT and OUTREACH; and 4) FEASIBILITY and ACCOUNTABILITY of the organization to provide the proposed service.
The Electronic Grant Application process can be accessed online at www.grantinterface.com/cfoncw/Common/LogOn.aspx  
or by clicking the “Online Application” link on the Community Foundation’s website at www.cfoncw.org. Applications must be submitted by 5 p.m. on the application due date. Funded projects may receive less than the full amount requested.

Application deadlines – submitted electronically by 5 p.m. 
October 18 and April 17
Review Panel – Open Meeting will be scheduled and applicants notified
By June 30, 2012 
Grant checks mailed (can be requested earlier if needed)

By June 30, 2013
Funded projects must be completed and follow-up reports submitted


Grant recipients must credit the Wisconsin Arts Board, the B.A. and Esther Greenheck Foundation, and the Community Foundation in all publicity. Failure to do so could jeopardize their funding.
