Wisconsin Aviation Hall of Fame Scholarship Fund
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Background:

A key segment of the Wisconsin Aviation Hall of Fame (WAHF) mission is the promotion of aviation education. One way to achieve that goal is through the awarding aviation scholarships. Three scholarships are awarded annually to students enrolled in an aviation program at one of the Wisconsin technical colleges offering that program. 

The WAHF scholarship program began in 2002. 
The Carl Guell Memorial Scholarship is named in honor of the organization’s founder. The $1,000 award is made to:

· A student enrolled in an aviation program at one of Wisconsin’s technical colleges
· The recipient must meet strict academic standards and 
· Be active in community and extracurricular school activities.
The Thiessen Field Scholarship was created in 2005 by Jerome Thiessen, a Wisconsin aircraft owner and builder who flies from his private airport. Mr. Thiessen offers this $500 scholarship annually as a way to pass on his love of aviation. The recipient must:

· Be enrolled in an aviation program at one of Wisconsin’s technical colleges. 
· Applicants not meeting minimum GPA criteria are encouraged to apply.

The Jerome Ripp Memorial Scholarship was established in 2007, after the death of former Waunakee Airpark owner Jerome Ripp. Friends and family of Jerome Ripp, as well as members of the Waunakee Pilot's Association and Friends of the Waunakee Airport started this scholarship in his memory. A $500 award is made annually to:

· A student enrolled in an aviation program at one of Wisconsin’s technical colleges. 
· The recipient must meet strict academic standards and 
· Be active in community and extracurricular school activities.
Criteria for Selection:

Scholarships are awarded to those who meet academic standards and participate in extracurricular and community activities. Students not meeting GPA requirements are encouraged to apply for the Thiessen Field scholarship.
Application Process:

Application forms are available through the Community Foundation’s website or the financial aid office at the applicable technical colleges. Applications must be received in the Community Foundation office by the close of business on the last working day in March to be considered by the Selection Committee.
Announcement and Payment:

The Community Foundation of North Central Wisconsin will confirm the selection of the committee with the recipients and will pay scholarship funds directly to the technical college the students attend. Recipients are expected to attend the Wisconsin Aviation Hall of Fame’s annual induction ceremony held in Oshkosh, typically in October.

Tax-deductible donations can be made to this fund at any time and in any amount. Online donations are possible through the Community Foundation’s website.
